Authors are asked to submit their manuscript in electronic form via e-mail to:
info@hms.gr; kalabas@rhodes.aegean.gr; kafoussi@aegean.gr, with the
indication for hms i jme.

The first page should contain the author's e-mail address and keywords. Papers
should be written in English but also, if necessary, in French, in German or in
Spanish.

The format of the manuscript: Manuscripts must be written on A4 white paper,
double spaced, with wide margins (3 cm), max 20 pages, Times New Roman 12pt.
Each paper should be accompanied by an abstract of 100 to 150 words. References
cited within text (author's name, year of publication) should be listed in
alphabetical order. References should follow the APA style
(http//:www.apastyle.org/pubmanual . html).

The submitted papers are reviewed by two members of the International Scientific
Committee (blind review). Two positive reviews are necessary for a paper to be
accepted.

Authorship

Submission of a manuscript implies that the work described has not been published
before; that it is not under consideration for publication elsewhere; that its
publication has been approved by all coauthors. If the manuscript is accepted for
publication the authors agree to automatically transfer the copyright to the
publisher.
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
